When you found it ,say "hello give me Noun - Plural . me very hungry " to the picture of the

KFC guy. It will take your order. If someone comes up to you and asks you what you are doing, just say

interjection



and run away.

They are trying to stop you from ordering, so get away from them quickly.

Then, just sit down anywhere and wait for your food.
